Questions for Application for the Week of May 5, 2014
Yet | Will Rejoice - Habakkuk 3:17-19

1. Suffering can be caused by a variety of things in our lives (death, sickness,
persecution, broken relationships, financial loss, etc.). In what ways have you
encountered suffering? Was your suffering caused by a circumstance outside of
your control or was it self-induced? Did that effect how you processed that suffer-
ing?

2. In the first two chapters of Habakkuk, the prophet fought against God’s plan (that

included suffering) for Judah. How do you fight against God’s plan for you, espe-
cially when it involves suffering?

3. Eventually, Habakkuk was able to rejoice in the face of his suffering (v. 18). He
was able to do this by remembering who God is (v. 19) and by remembering what
he had done (w. 1-15). What are practical things you can do to remember who
God is and what he has done so that you too might be able to say “yet | will
rejoice” in the face of suffering?

4. Read Romans 5:3-5 and James 1:2-4. What does Paul ground our joy in
suffering in? How about James? How have you seen God use suffering in your
own life to this same effect?

5. Read 2 Corinthians 4:16-18. What does Paul say our “light momentary afflic-
tions” are accomplishing? What does he encourage us to do in our suffering?
How might this passage encourage you in your suffering?
